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(continued from conclusion)
the second issue has to do with
appropriation of voice, and my
political relationship to the
subjects i'm studying. i've
addressed this issue a few times in
this column, and it is definitely
worth returning to.

while my gender status has
some ambiguity, i've been pretty
heavily socialized as a white man.
i've been systematically taught i
have right to speak on anything or
anyone, that my voice will always be
privileged and valued. as well as
reflecting this privilege (that is
always, if the point is not obvious,
produced by marginalizing and
excluding other voices), my
comfortable readiness to speak on
the oppression and marginalization
of others is linked to a long history
of colonial appropriation.

academic sociologists and
anthropologists, and more recently
cultural studies theorists, have
made careers out of pillaging and
speaking for communities
materially excluded from academic
discourse, incorporating others into
their work. within the academy,
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progressive white men have long
spoken on behalf of, in place of
people of color, working people
and women. without actually
problematizing the privilege of our
own voices, without actively
resisting the material exclusiveness
of many academic discourses,
white male academics have been all
too eager to represent others. i,
and economically comfortable
white men in general, daily benefit
from the oppression of many
people globally. it is a sick, racist,
sexist and horrifying irony that we
can so easily declare ourselves
experts on these structures of
oppression.

this is, of course, profoundly
bankrupt, deeply destructive, and
ultimately at odds with any
transformative politics of popular
liberation. this problem, it must be
stressed, is cultural. it is not only
about individual academic workers
(like myself) refusing to
acknowledge their own complicity,
but about a racist, neocolonial
relation produced between
subjects and academics that is
systematically constructed and
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facilitated by academic institutions.
this thesis reflects my training, and
in that in promotes a racist project
of representing others’ voices,
experiences and representations.
my voice here is both my own as an
individual white male and the
institutional languages i've been
taught.

i've done a few things to try
to grapple with these issues. i've
included this supplement trying to
explicitly recognize my culpability.
these essays celebrate and value
artists and theorists emerging
intimately from various
communities in resistance; i make
few statements that i don’t feel are
already being made from within the
movements i'm critiquing. further,
i've tried to be conscious in my
writing of the complex
investments, stakes and contexts
that i bring.

but often i feel these
compensatory measures are
inadequate. particularly with
respect to my essay on Isaac Julien
but also a problem throughout, i
continue to remain inappropriately
complicit with the colonial

implications of my appropriations.

i could have used this
innovative work to more explicitly
analyze and critique my own
political practice. instead i drew
from these artists and theorists to
critique specific strategies of
resistance being used by folx in
fighting their oppressions.
whatever stake i might feel i have
in these struggles (a lot) or my own
internal feelings of relevance of
these strategies to my own life (very
strong), my writing is largely not
interrogating myself but instead
problematically appropriating other
folk’s lives and struggles. folx from
whose oppression i derive privilege
and benefit.

and i don’t know what to say
to all this. its totally fucked. i
know why i wrote what i did: i
wanted to find strategies i found
liberating, innovative and
transformative. a great deal of the
most exciting work being done in
cultural politics is coming out of
communities of color and feminist
politics. i wanted to talk about and
celebrate this work, and to
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and lastly, a more theoretical
critique. this critiqgue emerges from
psychoanalytic theory, identifying
links between poststructuralist
thought and the logic of capitalism.
it's also, in more vulgar terms, a
common argument these days:
postmodernism is intimately tied to
late capitalism. the rhetoric,
organization and media aesthetics
of multinational corporations is
strangely and frighteningly parallel
to postmodern theory, avant-guard
postmodern culture, and the like.
this argument is generally
articulated by dreadfully
uninteresting humanist-marxists,
like Jameson. it's a critique i've
never known how to take seriously.
not so much because i disagree,
but i have not been convinced.
Jameson doesn’t seem like much
of a bloody alternative, and it's
articulated in ways i find almost
laughable..

but lately i’'ve been talking
with folx, and reconsidering these
issues. my thesis is basically a
glorification of a particular
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poststructuralist relation to
language, celebrating deferment,
displaced, destabilization, crises,
breakdown, fragmentation,
heterogeneity, difference, etc.
some stuff i've been reading and
talking about is arguing that this
particular logic of language —
meanings as always open, deferred,
developing, expansive,
disintegrating, on the verge of
breakdown, transforming
continuously to respond to and
incorporate its radical other, never
(and always) reaching its limit —
precisely mirrors the logic of
capitalist production, the endlessly
expansive proliferation of
commodities and capital. i want to
dwell on this argument for a bit.

a few apologies to begin
with. most of this critique is based
on informal conversations with my
friend Kiva about his honor’s
thesis, currently in progress. i
really haven't given focused
readings to the texts i'm talking
about, and this is totally not my
field. actually developing this
critique seriously and rigorously, or
meaningfully showing ways out of
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it, would be a massive project that
i'm currently not equipped to do. if
you actually want to understand this
argument, read the texts i'm trying
to cite. consider this writing
informal and in progress. for that
matter, consider everything in this
thesis informal and in progress.

this analysis is loosely based
on three main texts: A. Kiarina
Kordela’s "God in Global
Capitalism (the Slave, the Masters,
Lacan and the Surplus)”, the final
chapter of Joan Copjec’s Read My
Desire and my friend Kiva Garen’s
yet unpublished undergraduate
honor’s thesis. all three offer
substantial critiques of my work
and the work the theorists i draw
from. please remember my anxiety
about writing psychoanalysis. part
of why i'm writing this, and writing
it here in the supplementary
column, is to try to work it through
for myself.

all of this stuff is based on
kantian arguments about the two
strategies by which reason
pretends to ground itself, which
correspond to lacan’s formulations
of sexual difference. the world is
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really not very easily knowable, and
these are two ways of trying to deal
with the fact. both correspond to
the tensions between structuralism
vs. poststructuralism and liberal
bourgeois capitalism vs. totalitarian
fundamentalism. so then we have
two basic strategies to cope with
the inconsistencies of reason:

1. you have one strategy to
deal with the ungroundedness of
reason that stabilizes everything,
called the masculine, or the
dynamic antinomy. here one
asserts that everything is under
control, everything is subjected to
the law, everything works,
everything is knowable and
rational, because something is
outside of it all. some figure is not
subject to the law, not knowable,
not controlled. this figure, be it
the father, the dictator, God, the
monarch, is totally unknowable,
infallible, and completely in
control. you aren’'t allowed to point
out God'’s inconsistencies, he
doesn’t need to be consistent, he’s
not subject to his own law, he’s
God. the Monarch can do
whatever he wants, because
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whatever he wants is the law. and
hence the inconsistency of the law
is resolved, and the world makes
perfect sense.

this figure guarantees the
knowability and functioning of
everything else. any
inconsistencies one finds can just
be attributed to this figure. this
figure is always beyond
representation, and sometimes
even unconscious and not
acknowledged. this is obviously
the strategy of fundamentalist
religious people, ideological rigid
nazis, etc., but also, less
consciously, a lot of other folks'
strategies as well.

this strategy, called the
dynamic antinomy or the male form
is based on asserting two
contradictory true statements:
everything is included in the world
and subject to the laws by which
the world operates (there is no x
not subject to the phallic function)
AND there is a thing (or things)
outside the world that is not
subject to these laws (there is at
least one x that is not subject to
the phallic function).
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but, this is not the only way
to deal with the inconsistency of
the world. there is another
strategy!

2. this strategy, called
femininity or the mathematic
antinomy, doesn’t let anything
stabilize. the logic of the
mathematic antinomy works as
follows: on the one hand, the law
never quite includes everyone. itis
never complete, never fully
operationally, never effective in its
totalitarian control. the world is
infinite, and hence is never really
completely knowable. on the other
hand, no one escapes from the law.
no one gets to remain solidly
outside of it, no one watches over
it. there is no monarch, no God.
the world is finite, because there is
no point of infinity (God).

femininity (or the
mathematic antinomy, or the
second strategy for the failure of
reason) is about asserting two false
statements, rephrased in less
intelligible terms: the world is
infinite (not all (not every) x is
submitted to the phallic function)
AND the world is finite (there is
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not one x that is not submitted to
the phallic function). notice how
both the dynamic and the
mathematic are saying two
contradictory things, and they are
almost saying the exact same two
contradictory things, but not quite
the same things. the slight
different of phrasing makes a huge
difference

obviously these two
statements don’t work very well
together. with a slight linguistic
slight of hand you have major chaos
on your hands. within the
mathematic antinomy, we end up
vacillating between two positions,
neither of them are ever quite
enough to really deal with whatever
IS going on, which encourages us to
take the other position and add on
something as we do it, get new
information or new meanings.
unlike the dynamic (where
vacillating between two
contradictory statements that both
provide mutually reinforcing
stability), both of these statements
promote ambiguity, openness and
change. no God, no Monarch, to
guarantee anything, and whatever is
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being guaranteed doesn’t quite
include everything. there is no
dictator to make the law, and there
is always someone violating the law.
and hence you get a whole lot of
wild lawlessness circulating around.

this is how bourgeois,
democratic capitalism works.
liberal capitalism (distinguished
from fascist totalitarian capitalism,
both totally not cool in my book)
works by simultaneously denying
that anything is outside of the
market, anything is outside the
endless circulation of commodities
AND denying that the market is
ever quite complete, has ever
finished growing, has ever satiated
everyone's needs (the tension
between M-C-M and C-M-C, or
the tension between the world as
infinite or the world as finite, kant’s
language of the mathematic
antinomy). capitalism operates on
this logic to endlessly expand
itself, endless promotes more
consumption and more production,
endlessly takes over greater and
greater chunks of the globe.

by rapidly vacillating
between these two positions, that

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capitalism doesn’t include
everything AND nothing is ever
actually outside of it, capitalism
manages to appropriate, include,
incorporate, pillage, process or
market anything. by asserting both
that there are things not included
and that nothing is ever absolutely
not included, capitalism tries to
include more things, constantly
and endlessly. anything capitalism
comes across gets sucked into this
vacillation. everything is rapidly
destabilized, everything is
disrupted, everything is included.
even fundamentalism is processed
and packaged, included and
marketed. precisely because there
is always something more to be
included, because there are always
new markets to fill and new means
of exploitation. Capitalism
appropriates all adversaries.

as any anarchist (or
psychoanalyst) can tell you,
fundamentalist fanaticism and
liberal democrats are two sides of
the exact same coin. push comes
to shove and extreme fascists and
free market capitalists have no
problems working together, no

over workers. any pretensions that
they are different (which they
themselves, of course, assert
constantly) is obscuring how
deeply tied up they are both with
the violent exploitation of labor.

in a similar sense, Kant
strongly rejects both strategies as
means of ignoring the basic
ungroundability of reason; Lacan
argues both feminine and
masculine strategies are mutually
complimentary and supportive (in
an unstable way) and Kordela sees
these two strategies as
supplementary, easily leading from
one strategy into its ostensible
opposite. they are flipsides to the
same coin.

it should be said that these
are not the only two ways of dealing
with the world. while i don't fully
understand the arguments, all
these theorists have struggled with
strategies of their writing that
reproduce neither of these
antimonies.

so what does this all have to
do with my thesis? unfortunately, a
lot. to get at what, i'll begin with a

basically the same logic as the
dynamic (masculine) antinomy.
structuralists want to find meaning,
be able to explain things. on the
one hand for structuralists meaning
is not so much based on a real
world, but is determined vis-a-vis
the totality of language, a word's
relationship to other words, and is
always determined retroactively.
language is inside itself, meaning is
always based on language, there is
nothing outside of language to
complicate things. on the other hand
the structuralist is able to
momentarily suspend language,
determine language synchronically.

poststructuralists, on the
other hand, closely reflect the
mathematic antinomy. (derridean)
poststructuralism asserts both that
meaning is not completely
accounted for within a text AND
nothing escapes the text, nothing
falls firmly outside of language. in
the vacillation between these two
not-quite-true statements is a
massive destabilization, a constant
deferment of any meaning, a
maelstrom that consumes and
disrupts any stable certainties. that
no final statement ever becomes
possible, so there are always more
statements to make. the logic of
liberal capitalism.

while i don’t really know to
what extent Derrida is culpable in
all this (he is a very smart guy, and
I'm sure he’s thought of this) i
certainly am. my thesis, i am arguing
here, precisely follows the logical of
liberal capitalism, of the mathematic
antinomy, of femininity. my thesis
falls firmly on the side of glorifying
destabilization, fragmentation,
deferment, etc. i both deny that
